As the volunteer pilots waited patiently for the weather to clear,
the guests participated in games, educational activities, and movies
inside the Hangar. Speakers shared information about their careers
and flying experiences. Some taught lessons about the forces of
flight, how to read a chart, and the aviation phonetic alphabet,
while others led children in relay games, chart scavenger hunts,
and Aviation Jeopardy.

In between the rain drops some of the guests were able to venture
out from the hangar and get up close and personal with the display
planes. The guests learned how to preflight an airplane, and a few
were even able to sit in the plane and have their pictures taken.

On February 7, 2015 the Florida Gold Coast Chapter held a
meeting at the Lantana Airport (KLNA), Palm Beach Country, Flori-
da for an insightful speaker presentation from Donna Wilt, PhD.
Donna F Wilt holds a Ph.D., an ATP, a Master CFI, and is an associ-
ate professor of Aviation at FIT. She is also very active with the avia-
tion community as a chair for the Spaceport Chapter of the 99s, a
member of EAA, a member of Orlando FAAST team, a chair of the
board of society of Aviation and flight Ed (SAFE) and a special advi-
sor on Board of the Link Foundation.

Donna was an expert researcher and witness in a law suit that was filed after a plane crash at Richard’s
Field (04FA) which resulted in two fatalities on October 29, 2011. Her presentation was called “What Re-
ally Happened? An option of the accident N58784” The accident happened on a day when the local EAA
chapter was holding a Pig Roast and was going to offer free intro flights to first time flyers. The plane in-
volved in the accident was a Skyboy, at the time the Skyboy was listed as an Experimental, exhibition
plane. The Skyboy had a Garmin 496 onboard and had several modification made to it in the week prior to
the event, including vortex generators (VGs) on the wings.

Donna described her research process, which included reading Police Reports, depositions, re-
searching best practices and consulting subject matter experts in many areas. The GPS track data provided
by the Garmin 496 and analyzed by Donna was critical to helping understand the events of the morning.
The suit was settled out of court after Donna’s presentation and did not go to trial, due to privacy laws we
will never know if it was Donna’s presentation that gave the parties the motive to settle. But for those of
us that attended the presentation, we left with a vast knowledge of how accidents are investigated. Her
presentation was a springboard for our members to ask many questions and have many discussions on var-
ious areas of aviation safety, including: pilot medicals, A&P responsibilities, importance of logbook en-
tries, aircraft design, weight and balance, pilot installed modifications, the responsibilities of PIC, crew

resource management, rules and safety for airshows and demo flights, and much more.
