Handling Discrepancies with an Annual Inspection

Annual Inspections Sign-off with Discrepancies
FAR Sec. 43.11(a)(5)
| Maintenance record entries:

(a) The person approving or disapproving for return to service an aircraft ... shall make an entry in the
maintenance record ... containing the following information:

(5) Except for progressive inspections, if the aircraft is not approved for return to service because of needed
maintenance, noncompliance with applicable specifications, airworthiness directives or other approved
data, the following or a similarly worded statement - “I certify that this aircraft has been inspected in
accordance with [an annual] inspection and a list of discrepancies and unairworthy items dated (date) has
been provided for the aircraft owner or operator.

In plain English: you took your airplane in for an annual and there are items of maintenance that need to be
performed. You may, or may not, agree that these items need to be done. You might agree that they need to
be done but you want someone else to do them. FAR 43.11(a)(5) provides the statement that will be placed
into your log books by the IA so the annual inspection is deemed complete. Discrepancies with an annual
mean that the aircraft is still NOT AIRWORTHY; and the discrepancies must be repaired before the aircraft
can be returned to airworthy status.

FAR 43.11(c) says that your IA is required to give you a written and dated list of the discrepancies. It may or
may not be written in your log books. FAR 43.11(c) also provides that items that can be marked
“inoperative” must be marked, and those items must be included on the discrepancy list. Now what?

The good news is that your airplane does not have to be held hostage. You may pay the IA then take the
airplane, the log books and the discrepancy list and seek repairs somewhere else. That “somewhere else”
could be another 1A, an A&P or you yourself as the owner/operator of the aircraft. The important part is to
re-gain possession of the aircraft. Please note that your mechanic has a possessory lien on your aircraft until
he has been paid. This lien is valid as long as the mechanic has your airplane in his possession.

While you may not be able to fly it home, at least you now have your airplane back. Now, examine the list of
discrepancies and, if necessary, talk to another A&P mechanic. Take a look at Appendix A to part 43, item
(c) that tells you the list of maintenance items that you can do as the owner/operator of your aircraft. If you
choose, perform the items of maintenance that you can do and sign off each one of those items individually
in the log books. If other items require repair by an A&P, make arrangements with the A&P to get a ferry
permit, if necessary to move the aircraft to another airport, and complete all remaining items of maintenance.
Be sure that the A&P signs off on each of those maintenance items in your aircraft log books. Remember,
until each of the maintenance items on the discrepancy list has been signed off in the log books, the aircraft
is still NOT airworthy to fly.

Connecting with 99s: “The Power and Support of Women Pilots”

I'm excited to share my recent flying adventure with you on my recent trip to Ottawa, Ontario, the capital of
Canada, with my husband Ron Mayer, and how connecting with other aviatrixes can make you feel like a lo-
cal, not just a visitor....

In Ottawa I met three very friendly and interesting 99s.

Lina Masi has achieved her RPP, the equivalent of our sports pilot license and may decide to work on her full
private pilots license in the near future. She and her husband, Mike, generously picked us up at the Ottawa
(YOW) airport and took us to our hotel.

Mo Egan, Sharron Lutman and her husband, John, took us to the international fireworks display sponsored by
China, where we sat on the lakeside ‘beach’ sipping wine and exchanging flying adventures. Mo recently
climbed the Amelia Earhart peak in Yosemite with some California 99s. Sharron co- owns a Cherokee 140
based at Rockcliffe Airport (CYRO) a general aviation field just northeast of Ottawa. Sharron filled me in
about flying to Newfoundland (fog, fog, and more fog so allow lots of time) while I filled her in about flying to
the Bahamas (flying over water and the need for survival equipment). Interestingly enough we were both very
familiar with customs forms and ADIZ zones.

When traveling I often look for a local flight school and arrange for a rental plane and instructor as its always
nice to get a birds eye view of an area and learn about local aviation. On this trip, I rented CGQQV, a C172 at
Rockcliffe Airport (CYRO). Denis Benoit was my flight instructor and Ron got to sit in the back seat to take
pictures. (All Canadian aircraft start with “C” whereas all American aircraft start with “N” — and the Canadian
airport codes start with “C” whereas the American airport codes start with “K”.)

Ottawa lies totally in the Canadian province of Ontario. Our flight took us over the Ottawa River northwest
into Quebec Province, over the luscious Gatineau farmland, forests and park ridges then back into the city of
Ottawa for a view of Parliament Hill and the city. By the way, the provinces of Ontario and Quebec are sepa-
rated only by the Ottawa River and are actually even closer than Miami and Miami Beach.

Mo and Sharron also came out to Rockcliffe after our flight and I had the good fortune of being able to intro-
duce them to Lina, whom they hadn't met. (Nice to be a 99smatchmaker!)

Best of all was feeling like a part of the community, making instant friendships, and learning about aviation
from a Canadian perspective. For example, they do not permit a 45 degree entry to the downwind leg for land-
ing as is very common in the US

Many thanks to my new friends for making this trip so much more memorable...

A side note: our American Airline flight from Miami (MIA) to Toronto (YYZ) and our WestJet flight from
Toronto (YYZ) to Ottawa (YOW) both had female first officers!
